Summer 2008 Roster Policy

This season picture rosters will be implemented for the first time. Player cards will no longer be issued.
Each team manager will be responsible for reading and understanding this new roster policy.
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Any questions should be directed to info@socceralaska.com.

Each player must register with Soccer Alaska and pay the $25 AASA fee in order to
show up on any roster. Players must be completely registered (including payment and
picture) 24 hours before the first game in which they wish to participate in order to
appear on the roster.

Each team manager is responsible for using the online system to create their roster
and monitor the registration status of
or more rostering rules, a violation will be noted at the top of the roster.

The team manager, or another representative, must login to the website on game day
to print out t he Rostersoam pgaterstamped teonly e validefor the
current day. Rosters may be printed in black & white or in color.

Any team that fails to produce a valid roster for their opponent before game time
forfeits any right to protest the eligibility of any players. The game is still played.

The roster must be submitted to the referee prior to the start of the game. At this
time the rosters will be verified against the players present. Any discrepancies should
be resolved prior to the start of the game. Questions regarding any late-arriving
players may be addressed at the time the player enters the game. At the conclusion
of the game the referee will keep the rosters.

The online system will automatically mark player suspensions on the roster.
Suspended players should not be present (including on the bench or in the spectator
area) at games from which they are suspended.

In keeping with the traditional policy, keepers may play on any team. However, they
must still be rostered on the team for which they are playing. Those only eligible to
play goal will be noted with GK on the roster. Keeper-only registration requests must
be sent to info@socceralaska.com at least 48 hours prior to game time. We
recommend that each team adds a back-up keeper or two to the roster at the
beginning of the season.

Clubs are officially recognized by Soccer Alaska when they have two or more teams in
the league with a common club name and central administrative contact. Clubs are
all owed to have one “club player” in ea
rostered on another team within the club. On eligible teams, a club icon will appear

on the roster. The club player must identify him/herself to the opposing team and
referee before the game and his/her name should be written on the game roster.
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
